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VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – MAY 19, 2015
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on May 19, 2015.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles, Joel Kalata and Paul Mertz.  Motion by Kalata, seconded by Mertz, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.  President Sieg called the Board of Review to order.  Motion by Sieg, second by Mertz to adjourned the meeting to June 8, 2015.  Motion carried.  
PUBLIC FORUM - Margie Behnke was not present.  Dan Mulvey asked for permission to house three (3) dogs at his residence, 728 Division Street, and noted several neighbors signed his letter of request.  Discussion was held regarding his dogs that are running lose, are crapping in the park and he is not picking up after the dogs.  Mr. Mulvey assured the Board he was picking up after his dogs and will be putting up a fence on his property within the week.  Police Chief Tarr has had no complaints about his dogs.  Motion by Mertz, second by Ralls, to approve Dan Mulvey’s request for three (3) dogs at his residence provided he constructs a fence within 2 weeks (June 2, 2015), his dogs are always leashed, and he picks up after his dogs in the park.  Motion carried by voice vote, 6 to 1.  Dave Tellock and Chris Neuens, Advanced Disposal, general manager beginning June 1, 2015, updated the Board on the progress of the garbage carts and will pass out written instructions for each resident which will include the Village’s request of not putting out the carts 24 hours before the pick up day and are to be removed from the curb within 24 hours after pick up.  There is no charge for the carts and Dave explained the fact that the Village is getting used carts at no cost for the carts except for a small transportation fee of $490.  Dave further mentioned the residents can keep or toss the old recycle bins as Advanced does not want them back.  Recycling will now be picked up weekly and residents do not have to put them out if nothing is in the carts.  The Redgranite Prison Warden did not show up and Jerry will give his report under Police and Fire Under Resolution.  Melissa Kempen, Baker Tilly, gave an overview of the 2014 Financial Statements (General Fund, Utilities, TIF #1 and TIF #2).  Jerry questioned why we should stop doing wire transfers and do EFT transfers and Melissa explained that it would be a good practice to have someone outside the person transferring money knowing why the money is being transferred even with the village having a smaller office - just something to be aware of.  Mary Kay Sergo, requested, in addition to receiving a full refund of the park reservation fee and deposit, a written apology in the Waushara Argus because the company the Village hired to open, clean and close the parks accidentally failed to open the park, on time, for their event.  Because it was not on the agenda, the issue will be on the June agenda for consideration.  Several people including Paul Mertz and Dick Piechowski spoke in favor of the Board approving the Resolution Opposing the Elimination of a Perimeter Patrol Position at Redgranite Correction Institution.  
Motion by Ralls, second by Lyles, to approve the April 21, 2015 regular board meeting minutes.  Motion carried.
CLERK'S REPORT - A reminder that the Board of Review will be held on Monday, June 8, 2015, from 6:00 to 8:00 P.M.  The Board of Review will consist of Jerry Sieg, Joan Kapp, Angie Ralls, Mike Kapp and Christy Groskreutz.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT -  Jerry reported Wautoma High School students were going to paint the park as part of their senior class project on May 6, 2015 but the weather was bad and will be rescheduled, the bridge on County EE needs to be inspected by the end of June and this is done annually, paving ratings are due by December 15, 2015, received a notice of levy limit violations in the amount of $3,345 which will be deducted from shared revenue, a Certificate of Sustainability was received from the USAgain, a company that collects unwanted clothing in bins through the village, municipal court fines for the past month were $1,001.99.
Mertz asked if the Resolution Opposing the Elimination of a Perimeter Patrol Position at Redgranite Correctional Institute could be discussed at this point in the meeting rather than later where it is placed on the agenda.  President Sieg reported on attending a meeting on April 27, 2015 with Police Chief Tarr, Warden Meisner and Steve Schuller wherein it was announced that no jobs would be lost but rather the personnel will be transferred to other jobs within the prison, Redgranite is the only prison in the State with 2 perimeter vehicles and we will still have one for each shift, a backup perimeter vehicle will be available if needed, one (1) tower is manned on all three (3) shifts, Redgranite prison is not in the budget program and not subject to the Governor’s budget, there are three (3) fences (one inside) and there is the ability to lock down any sections of the third fence, two (2) neighboring property owners did not feel it was a problem and one resident has observed the 2 vehicles sitting together talking for half hour several times, it was an administrative decision not made by Warden Meisner, security starts on the inside of the prison and doesn’t start on the outside, they are building programs in there to keep the prisoners happy, everyone involved in this whole matter feels the same way, security is the main objective.  The Warden told Jerry he would be glad to meet with anyone to answer questions regarding the eliminating of a perimeter vehicle.  The Village has no control over their decisions.  Several people, both current prison employees and concerned citizens, spoke out regarding their feelings against the elimination of a perimeter vehicle, are in favor of the Resolution and requested the Village Board to pass the Resolution to protect the safety of the Village residents.  Jerry pointed out some issues in the Resolution that are not facts and the reason he does not want to sign it.  One statement was the proposed elimination of most third shift armed tower positions and Jerry does not believe it is true.  Motion by Kalata, seconded by Lyles, to approve the Resolution Opposing the Elimination of a Perimeter Patrol Position at Redgranite Correctional Institute as presented.  Jerry brought up an issue of 4 people on the Village Board that may have a conflict of interest, three members are employees of a prison and one member has a son working at a prison.  Jerry feels another false statement is that the proposal does not include cutting armed perimeter patrol posts at prisons with the more modern prison design because Redgranite is not in the budget proposal and the reference regarding proposed technology changes are not in place at the Redgranite prison.  Paul states he revised the Resolution after speaking with Attorney Olson and the Board had the revision in front of them tonight.  Roll Call Vote:  Ralls, yes; Wilcox, yes; Kapp, yes; Lyles, yes; Kalata, yes; Mertz, yes; Sieg, no.  Motion carried 6 to 1.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE -  Motion by Ralls, seconded by Mertz, to approve general fund disbursements - check #8593 through #8652, #2018653, #4018654, #4028655 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $24,203.24; water fund disbursements – check #6203830 through #6203847 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $3,919.13; sewer fund disbursements - check #6304302 through #6304324 including void checks 6308629 through 6308634 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $7,537.63 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $7,131.21, creating a grand total of $42,791.21 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as presented.  Motion carried.  Motion by Ralls, second by Mertz, to approve the 2014 Financial Statements for General Fund and Utilities along with the Communication to Those Charged with Governance and Management, TIF #1 and TIF #2.  Motion carried.  

MACHINERY/GARBAGE/ORDINANCES – Motion by Mertz, second by Kalata, to approve the request of Margie Behnke to install wire farm fencing at 220 Park Street.  Motion carried.  
STREETS/SIDEWALKS/DITCHES – The pedestrian crosswalk sign was missing when the agenda was prepared and an estimated replacement cost of $324.50 was determined.  The sign reappeared and no one knows who returned it.  It was suggested that the streets department contact the County to find out if the sign can be bolted down for the summer months.  Estimates for road work were presented from the Waushara County Highway Commission.  Motion by Ralls, second by Lyles, to advertise for bids for the Division Street repaving.  Motion carried.  Motion by Kalata, second by Lyles, to approve the ditch cleanout from Waushara County Highway Commission for $3,200.00 using sewer funds.  Motion carried.
POLICE/FIRE – Police Chief Tarr is working on an ordinance for skateboards on sidewalks.  Once the Village attorney has a chance to review and approve the ordinance, it should be ready to go to the Board for approval at the June meeting.  The Police Secretary is updating and typing the ordinances as well as the fines pertaining to the police department.  It is hoped to have them available online.  The duties of the part time Police Secretary will consist of not only continuing with typing up statements and ordinances but also other office duties (open record requests, letters, etc.) in order to free up the police chief to have more time in the squad.  Motion by Wilcox, second by Lyles, to approve the processing of ordinance violations in circuit court.  Motion carried.  Resolution Opposing the Elimination of a Perimeter Patrol Position at Redgranite Correctional Institution was addressed during the public forum.
SEWER/WATER – Tom from the Utility Department reviewed the Sanitary Survey Report and Notice of  Noncompliance from DNR and addressed the noncompliance issues raised in the report.  Motion by Lyles, second by Mertz, to approve the purchase of two (2) dehumidifiers (1 for each well house) to rectify deficiency in the Sanitary Survey with a Compliance Due Date of May 30, 2015 at a cost of $250 each.  Motion carried.  Motion by Lyles, second by Kapp, to approve the Emergency Chlorination Plan for the Water System as presented.  Motion Carried.  Motion by Lyles, second by Kalata, to approve the purchase of a 21’ x 31’ carport with gable ends to go over the UV System for $2,245 installed.  Motion carried.  Motion by Kalata, second by Kapp, to replace 2 6” plug valves at the sewer plant sludge tanks for $3,585.  Motion carried.  Motion by Lyles, second by Mertz, to approve the concrete modifications for installation of the UV disinfection System at $6,160.  Motion carried.  Motion by Mertz, second by Wilcox, to approve the utility bill adjustments for Slater Properties (mobile home park) in the amount of $1,105.44.  Motion carried.  It was suggested to send a notice of disconnect to Quarryside because a letter has already been sent and with the license renewal application, Redrock Pub and Pizza was informed that the Village will not issue the licenses until the outstanding utility bill and 2014 personal property taxes have been paid in full.  
PARKS/CEMETERY – Nothing to report

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS – Request to keep 3 dogs at 728 Division Street was addressed during the Open Forum.
Motion by Lyles, second by Kalata, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m. (All motions carried by voice vote unless stated otherwise.)
