VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – August 18, 2015

A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on August 18, 2015.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls (excused), Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles, Joel Kalata and Paul Mertz,   Motion by Kalata, seconded by Lyles, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC FORUM – Mike Getchius passed around a picture of the cemetery sign which is in bad need of painting and requested clarification of Chapter 4, Municipal Cemetery Ordinance, under Section 

4-4-7, Cremation, Burial of Remains.  Motion by Mertz, second by Lyles, to delete the words “persons’ ashes” and insert the word “containters” in Section 4-4-7.  Motion carried.  Motion by Mertz, second by Lyles, to correct the current amounts in Section 4-4-3, Sale of Lots, and Section 

4-4-5, Opening of Graves, on a separate schedule.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Mertz, second by Kalata, to approve the minutes of the July 21, 2015 regular Board meeting as printed.  Motion carried.  

CLERK'S REPORT – Clerk asked the Board to review the 2 water tank painting proposals from SEH Design/Build, Inc. and mentioned a representative will be at the September meeting to answer any questions.  Clerk reported there will be a Small Town Downtown Forum on August 24, 2015 in Green Lake and asked any members to contact Patrick Nehring if they wish to attend.  DOR released the 2015 Equalized Values and the Village went down four (4%) percent from $43,220,700 in 2014 to 441,335,500 in 2015.  

PRESIDENT’S REPORT -  Jerry reported the League of Wisconsin Municipalities is working with WEA Trust for a League Health Plan for employers with under 100 employees.  

FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE -  Motion by Lyles, seconded by Mertz, to approve general fund disbursements - check #8779 through #8823, (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $20,599.79; water fund disbursements – check #6203888 through #6203905 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $15,907.40; sewer fund disbursements - check #6304374 through #6304393 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $21,927.04 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $8,039.43, creating a grand total of $66,473.66 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Randy Herwig of MSA Professional Services reported meeting with Jerry and Tom to review potential projects within the TID’s including a one-half mile radius around the TID’s boundaries.  He reviewed the areas on maps he produced and explained a bit about the PACER road program.  Jerry will be reviewing the roads with Brian Freimark, County Highway Commissioner, in the near future.  Randy felt it was a good process to rate the condition of the Village roads.  He spoke to Brian about the bridge - the deadline passed so will have to wait two (2) years (general funding is 80% by the government, 10% by the county and 10% by the community); discussed (LRIP) local road improvement program with Waushara County getting about $24,000 and four (4) out of the last seven (7) bi-annuals the Village has received some of the funds. He would like to pursue this funding source again.  Randy mentioned the Joint Review Board meeting on September 22, 2015 at 6:00 pm and needs to know who the community member will be.  In order to qualify for the community block grants, the low income medium has to be 51% or larger and the Village is at 65.2%.  He asked Board members to let the clerk know of any projects they might like to see completed and reviewed several projects already identified.   The next step is to prioritize the projects.  Randy is looking to bundle projects with several funding sources.   MSA will get cost projections for any projects identified.  Joel Kalata was suggested to be the fifth member and he will get back to Jerry to see if the meeting date is open on his schedule.   

MACHINERY/GARBAGE/ORDINANCES – None

STREETS/SIDEWALKS/DITCHES – None 

POLICE/FIRE – Kyle reported a male tried to swim across the quarry on Wednesday, August 12, 2015.  He was pronounced dead by the Coroner.  He is waiting for the results of the autopsy for the drowning on June 19th.  Board members were concerned about crowd control and Kyle will be discussing solutions with the Sheriff’s Office in the near future.  


After some discussion a motion was made by Mertz, second by Lyles, to approve the Agreement for Enforcement of Ordinances Between the Village and Waushara County.  Roll call vote:  Wilcox, yes; Kapp, yes; Lyles, yes; Kalata, no; Mertz, no; Sieg, yes.  Motion carried 4 to 2.

SEWER/WATER – Tom said the new UV System was projected to cost $59,125 but the actual cost is $47,900 which included the cost of the canopy.  The Board appreciated his efforts to save money.  

PARKS/CEMETERY – Motion by Kalata, second by Mertz, to approve the quote of Shoppenhorst Construction to repair a ledge at the quarry for $1,600.  Motion carried.


Request of Mike Getchius, Foster Road Cemetery sexton, was discussed and acted on during the Public Forum.


Motion by Mertz, second by Lyles, to approve the request of Diver’s Realm, Inc. to provide a port-a-potty and dumpster on Saturday, September 19, 2015 while they clean up the quarry.  Motion carried.

MUNICIPAL BUILDINGS – None

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS – Motion by Lyles, second by Mertz, to continue leasing the copy machine in the Clerk’s Office on a month to month basis until there is a determination regarding the possibility of purchasing a copy machine using TID funds.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kalata, second by Mertz, to approve the operator licenses for Mallissa S. Leone and Bianca L. Van of Condon Oil/Shell.  Motion carried.


Motion by Mertz, second by Kalata, to approve the Permit to Shoot Off Fireworks with the Village on Sunday, September 6, 2015 at dusk over the back side of the quarry by Bartollota Fireworks Co.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kalata, second by Lyles, to approve the Temporary Class “B”/Picnic Retailer’s License for Redgranite Advancement Association for September 5-7, 2015.  Motion carried.


Motion by Mertz, second by Kalata, to approve the Temporary Operator Licenses for Redgranite Advancement Association for September 507, 2015 for Sarah C. Jense, Howard J. Koch, Brenda Mastricola, Gail Pierotti and Rob Wilcox.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kalata, second by Mertz, to approve the closing of Franklin Street, between Pine River Street and Maple Street, from 8:00 a.m. on Friday, September 4, through Monday, September 7, 2015 at 8:00 p.m.


Motion by Kalata, second by Mertz, to approve the closing of Willow Creek Road on Saturday, September 5, 2015, from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kalata, second by Mertz, to approve the closing of Division Street and the Quarry Park during fireworks on Sunday, September 6, 2015, beginning at 3:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kalata, second by Lyles, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m. (All motions carried by voice vote unless stated otherwise.)
