REGULAR BOARD MEETING – October 18, 2016

The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Joel Kalata, Richard Piechowski, Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls,  Joan Kapp, Rob Wilcox and Sandy Lyles.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Mel Goffard of Diver’s Realm. Inc. requested permission to replace the snowmobile currently in the quarry with a broken snowmobile that has the motor, windshield and other parts removed.  They would like to put it in the shallow back corner where they usually hold their classes in about 30 feet of water.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the request of Diver’s Realm, Inc. to replace the snowmobile now in the quarry with a snowmobile that has the motor, windshield and other part removed and place it in the shallow part of the quarry.  Motion carried.
Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2016 regular meeting.   Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – The CDBG first and second quarterly reports were given to the board members for review.  Clerk announced the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission is having a workshop on exploring the white space between stronger neighborhoods and local institutions on Friday, October 28, 2016, from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. in Neenah and the Tri-County Regional Economic Development Corp will be having a summit to explore attraction and retention of millennials on Thursday, November 3, 2016, from 8:00 to 1:30 p.m. in Westfield.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry mentioned the fire hydrants have been installed and the blacktop work on Dearborn Street is scheduled for Wednesday, October 26; Friday, October 28, and Monday, October 31. 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PARKS/CEMETERY – Joan reported seeing people jumping off rocks and swimming in the quarry on October 1st when it was about 29 degrees at 10:00 a.m. and she would like the ordinances amended to limit swimming from certain dates but this would exclude fishing and quarry dive training. It was agreed that this situation is the same as in the summer months and the signs are there to warn people regardless of the time of year. The request to replace the snowmobile was acted upon during the open forum.

Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve a temporary emergency response plan for elections using the fire hall as the first option to relocate the elections or the Lions Hall as the second option with a complete plan presented to the board at a later date.
