REGULAR BOARD MEETING – December 15, 2015
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on December 15, 2015.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles and Paul Mertz.  Excused: Joel Kalata.  Motion by Sandy, second by Joan, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Mike Getchius presented a sign proposal for the Foster Road Cemetery in case Rick, Village maintenance person, could not paint a new sign as planned to do in the spring of 2016.  He thought it would be nice to post a map on the back of the sign which the Board agreed.  The matter was tabled until spring.
Motion by Paul, second by Sandy, to approve the minutes of the November 17, 2015 regular Board meeting and the public hearing/Special Board meeting of December 3, 2015.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Christy mentioned an article found in the November/December, 2015 issue of the Municipal Law Newsletter regarding recreational immunity and will get copies to the Board.  A copy of the previous License Agreement with Branzon Anania, owner of the property behind The Curd Stop and up to the quarry, was distributed to the Board with a request to review Branzon’s proposal for extending the Agreement so that it can be put on the January, 2016 meeting agenda.  She also mentioned the 2015 real estate and personal property tax bills will be mailed on Wednesday, December 16, 2015, and due January 31, 2016.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reported the tractor bucket needed welding for snow removal at a cost of $700.  He is meeting with someone interested in purchasing a lot in the TIF#2 area and will keep the Board updated.  The old lights from the fire hall may be installed in the Village garage.  Farmers Exchange Bank is now part of Hometown Bank with the papers just being signed and conversion on February 22, 2016.  Rick received quotes for painting the road lines and will look at having it done next spring.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #8989 through #9038, (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $39,857.97; water fund disbursements – checks #6203958 through #6203972 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $2,251.14; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304454 through #6304470 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $4,369.12 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $6,111.63, creating a grand total of $52,589.86 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to hold the caucus at 6:15 p.m. on Tuesday, January 19, 2016, followed by the monthly Finance/Personnel/Insurance Committee and the regular monthly Board meeting.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to approve a 2015 annual recognition stipend for Village Employees in the amount of $35.00.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve, for 2016, a three percent (3%) wage increase for Village employees, increase the Village contribution to annuities for all full time employees to $257.00 per month, with all other benefits to remain the same as in 2015 (copy attached to minutes).  Motion carried.

Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to approve a $25 recognition gift to Tom Markowski in honor of his retirement from the Village on January 29, 2016 and have a little get together after the January 19, 2016 Board meeting.  Motion carried.

Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to employ Lamont Larkins as a waste water treatment operator beginning on Monday, January 4, 2016, at the wage rate of $19.71/hr. with an increase to 
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$20.30/hr. after a 90 day probationary period with all the benefits currently being given to the utility 
employees and change the vacation benefit schedule for all full time employees to 1 week (5 days) of vacation after 1 year of employment, 2 weeks (10 days) of vacation after 2 years of employment, 3 weeks (15 days) of vacation after 3 years of employment and 4 weeks (20 days) of vacation after 4 years of employment.  Motion carried.
