VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – February 18, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on February 18, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Rob Wilcox (by phone), Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles, Joel Kalata, Paul Mertz, Jerry Sieg and Angie Ralls.  Motion by Sandy,  second by Joel, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Tom Rheinheimer, Wautoma High School Principal, gave a presentation on the school district’s strategic planning.  As a result, the Community Outreach Program, Focus 2025, was created.  They are inviting anyone from the school district community to attend the 3 day Community Conversation meetings from March 31 through April 2, 2016.   The goal is to gather information about what the community goals are for the school district.  After these meetings, the school board and administrative team will act on the goals presented.  He mentioned there are a lot of students working now while going to school to support their family.

Jeff Martz, Martz Insurance Agency, presented a life and disability insurance package for the Village employees through United Healthcare.  The coverage would increase but the cost would be slightly lower.  Presently, the Village covers the employee health insurance through United Healthcare and the life/disability insurance through Anthem Life.  This will be on the March agenda for further consideration and possible action.

Randy Herwig and Clem Safranek of MSA Professional Services gave an update.  Based on ranking, it looks very good the Village will qualify for a safe drinking water grant and block grant for the well and water tower.  Motion by Sandy, second by Angie, to approve the agreement between the Village of Redgranite and MSA for water tower and well house improvements.  Motion carried.

Dan Loche questioned the routes for snow plowing.  Jerry stated they are working on getting the plowing routes more uniform and will have a meeting before the next snow season in the fall.  

Motion by Paul, second by Joel, to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2016 regular Board meeting.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Christy shared the election results from the spring primary for Justice of the Supreme Court – Rebecca G. Bradley, 21 votes, JoAnne F. Kloppenburg, 19 votes and Joe Donald, 
9 votes for a total of 49 votes.  We had one (1) absentee vote and 48 walk-ins.  As a result of the caucus, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox and Richard Piechowski will be on the spring election ballot.  Barry Mastricola, who was nominated, did not contact the Village Office or return the proper paperwork in order to be placed on the ballot for the spring election.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reported municipal court receipts for December of $519.83 and January receipts were $609.10 minus postage of $166.84; received a letter from the county regarding pavement painting this spring and need to let them know by April 30th to give them time to order the paint.  We also received a bid from ProLine, who did some painting last year, for parking spaces and other road painting for $3,400.   Captain Brian Gustke, at the prison, can be called to see if prisoners could do the painting; the plow truck broke some springs and repairs are estimated at $1,600.00; tractor is at Sobieski getting fixed; Lions Club donated $1,000 to the Redgranite Area Fire District to help with the purchase of the rapid deployment craft which will cost about $4,500.00 and it was reported the frame broke on the red truck now.

FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Joel, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9097 through #9145, #2019114, #2019115 and #4019116 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $186,064.94; tax fund checks #1001329 through #1001333 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $1,230.87; water fund disbursements – checks #6203989 through 
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#6204008 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $36,523.76; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304489 through #6304512 (Farmers Exchange Bank) for a total of $44,069.31 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $8,872.65, creating a grand total of $276,761.53 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to schedule a Finance/Personnel/Insurance Committee meeting for February 23, 2016, at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the Memo of Understanding between the Village and Village Employees.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve the Corporate Authorization Resolution with Hometown Bank.  Motion carried.  Motion by Angie, second by Joan, to approve the Treasury Management Master Agreement with Hometown Bank.  Motion carried.

POLICE/FIRE – Motion by Paul, second by Sandy, to approve the USDA Grant for a new police vehicle up to $30,000.00.  Motion carried.  Kyle has estimated a fully equipped squad to cost about $67,000.  Along with the grant funds, there is approximately $17,000 in police savings earmarked for a new vehicle and whatever the Village gets for the old vehicle to apply towards the new vehicle.  Kyle would like to use the present vehicle as a second vehicle and explained the difference circumstances when a second vehicle would come in handy.  Many police departments have second vehicles.  A joint Police/Fire and Parks/Cemetery committee meeting will be scheduled to discuss the quarry.  A joint Police/Fire and Finance/Personnel/Insurance committee meeting will also need to be scheduled to review police officer job applications.
