VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – March 15, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on March 15, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Paul Mertz, Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles and Joel Kalata.  Motion by Sandy, second by Joel, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Randy Herwig of MSA Professional Services gave an updated report:  Plainfield dropped out of the grant request list which moved up the Village, funding interest rates are down from 3.25% to 3.0%; safe water loan interest rates are also down from 1.788% to 1.65%; he recently did an inspection with an architect and engineer of well house #1 and tower #2 and next week he will be bringing two (2) men to climb the tower;  he found the CSM#5617 for the well house property; he Randy also found a DNR water system map dated 1983 which the regional engineer has also but the map needs to be updated; the sanitary survey report suggested areas to look at such as humidity in the well house and a possible PSC approved rate increase – the last one was five (5) years ago.  Safe drinking water requires ordinances and plans before the Village can apply for the grant.  He also reported that the Village would find out in August of this year if the loan is approved and work would begin in 2017.  Motion by Sandy, second by Paul, to approve Resolution #2016-01, Resolution to Adopt Fair Housing Ordinance.  Motion carried.  Motion by Joel, second by Paul, to approve Resolution #2016-02, Resolution to Adopt an Excessive Use of Force Ordinance.  Motion carried.  Motion by Paul, second by Joel, to approve Resolution #2016-03, Resolution to Adopt a Citizen Participation Plan.  Motion carried.  Motion by Joel, second by Paul, to approve Resolution #2016-04, Authorized Representative to File Applications for Financial Assistance From State of Wisconsin Environmental Improvement Fund.  Motion carried.  Motion by Paul, second by Sandy, to approve Resolution #2016-05, Resolution Declaring Official Intent to Reimburse Expenditures.  Motion carried.  Motion by Sandy, second by Paul, to approve Resolution #2016-06, Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Plan.  Motion carried.

Motion by Paul, second by Joel, to approve the minutes of the February 18, 2016 regular Board meeting.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – None 
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reminded everyone the Wautoma Area School District is still looking for community members to attend the Community Conversation scheduled for Thursday, March 31, 2016, from 5:30 to 9:00 p.m.; Friday, April 1, 2016, from 5:00 to 9:00 p.m. and Saturday, April 2, 2016, from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9161 through #9193, #2019164, #4019165 and #4029166 (Hometown  Bank) for a total of $34,970.14; water fund disbursements – checks #6204014 through #6204031 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $9,342.98; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304518 through #6304532 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $2,806.74 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $3,493.28, creating a grand total of $50,613.14 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Motion by Joan, second by Angie, to hire Jennifer Morrison as Deputy Clerk-Treasurer effective March 7, 2016, working a flexible schedule of 25 hours per week and not exceeding 29 hours per week for $11.00 per hour and after completion of a successful 90 day probationary period, the wage will increase to $11.33 per hour.  Motion carried.  Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to 
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approve the Memo of Understanding (MOU) between the Village and Employees for 2016.  Motion carried.  Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to cancel the life and disability insurance policy with 

AnthemLife after March 31, 2016 and approve the policy of United Healthcare for life and disability insurance effective April 2, 2016.  Motion carried.
MACHINERY/GARBAGE/ORDINANCES
 - The Resolutions were already acted up in Open Forum.
STREETS/SIDEWALKS/DITCHES – Jerry mentioned the painting of parking lots, curbs, street parking, crosswalks, road centerlines, etc. will need to be done this summer.  The highway department will need to know soon so enough paint can be ordered.  There is a possibility the prisoners can do the work as the Village owns a painting machine.  ProLine, who did some work last summer for the Village, submitted a quote.  The matter will be put on the April agenda for consideration.
POLICE/FIRE – Paul reported applications were reviewed to hire two (2) part time police officers during a joint committee meeting with the Finance/Personnel/Insurance Committee on March 2, 2016.  Kyle will check out references and then schedule a meeting for the interview process.


He also reported on the joint meeting with the Park/Cemetery Committee on March 2, 2016 wherein discussion was held regarding the quarry with the following changes possibly put into place:  putting up three (3) signs around the quarry listing do’s and don’ts and these will be in addition to the ones already in place; more enforcement; both media and social media coverage; ordinance changes regarding ejecting intoxicated individuals and citing them if they return; possible implied consent to search, increasing the fines as well as towing vehicles; removal of some trees, passing out paper leaflets to inform users; having dogs come in the quarry to do a drug sweep.  It was discussed about the possibility of the fire department finding a location at the quarry to store life vests for anyone to use.  Another meeting will be scheduled to further implement these ideas and discuss the legalities with the Village attorney.
