VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – April 19, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on April 19, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Joel Kalata, Richard Piechowski, Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp  and Sandy Lyles.  Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Cathy Deringer announced that Jakefest will be held this year on August 6th at the First Chance, Last Chance Saloon charging a $10 coverage charge with proceeds to go to the Redgranite Area Fire District and the Village of Redgranite. The Board had no problem with the Jakefest Committee putting up can recycling bins as long as they are kept neat in appearance.  Tina Rodriguez requested permission to have three (3) dogs at her residence, 636 W Bannerman Ave.  Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the request of Tina Rodriguez to keep three (3) dogs at her residence, 636 W Bannerman Ave.  Motion carried.  Sunshine Lease, 404 Horne Street, has two (2) chickens and requested permission to keep an additional two (2) chickens at her residence as part of a 4-H project for her children.  Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to allow Sunshine Lease to have two (2) more chickens for a total of 4 chickens at her residence, 404 Horne Street, on a trial basis.   Motion carried.  Paul Mertz, former Village Trustee, came before the Board to present his Oath of Office and surety bond to the Village for the newly elected position of Wautoma Area Municipal Court Judge.  Dan Loche inquired about the auto dealership next to the car wash with the new fence and the possibility of junk cars being all over the property in the future. The Village will be monitoring the business to see that this does not happen. 
Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the minutes of the March 15, 2016 regular Board meeting.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Clerk mentioned the Waushara-Waupaca Counties 2016 Clean Sweep with brochures available for pickup in the Village hallway; announced the county will be hosting a prescription drug take back day on April 30, 2016, at the Waushara County EMS Station in Hancock; and invited the Board to consider attending the 2016 Local Government 101 workshops sponsored by the League of Wisconsin Municipalities.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reported the springs on the plow truck will be replaced soon; the Village will be cutting down some Ash trees; the inmates are raking/cleaning East Side Park today and Thursday and he thanked them for their service to the community; mentioned finding dog feces in said park and asked Kyle to patrol the area to issue citations to those people allowing their dogs in the park; the Board of Review will be held on May 12, 2016 from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. and the Village is looking for a citizen representative to sit on the Board of Review which pays $25.00; read a note of congratulations from Congressman Glenn Grothman for the award of a $30,000 squad car grant and he announced Board committee assignments.
Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve Amended Resolution 2016-06, Residential Anti-Displacement and Relocation Plan.  Motion carried.  Motion by Sandy, second by Joel, to approve the Authorizing Resolution 2016-07 for Submission of CDBG Application.  Motion carried.  The general consensus of the Village Board was to approve the Village President and Clerk to sign the following documents:  Lobbying Certification from the Municipality and Statement of Assurances documents.  
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9194 through #9250, #1009220, #2019220, #4019213, #4019221 through 4019223 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $50,680.79; water fund disbursements – checks 
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#6204032 through #6204050 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $16,139.26; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304533 through #6304556 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $112,504.11 and electronic 
transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $7,739.64, creating a grand total of $187,063.80 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve Resolution 2016-08, Carry Forward of Funds Balances and Amendments from the 2015 General Fund Budget to the 2016 General Fund Budget.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve the renewal of the health insurance policy as presented.  The Board had some questions regarding the renewal of the employee health insurance policy, the motion was withdrawn and the issue tabled until the next meeting.


Motion by Angie, second by Rob, to approve the designation of the following depositions of funds – Hometown Bank, Farmers & Merchants Bank, Farmers State Bank, Associated Bank of Green Bay and Local government Investment Pool.  Motion carried.


Motion by Richard, second by Joel, to approve the designation of Village President and Village Clerk-Treasurer to sign checks for the Village.  Motion carried.

Motion by Angie, second by Richard, to approve the designation of Baker Tilly Virchow Krause as the Village Auditors.  Motion carried.

MACHINERY/GARBAGE/ORDINANCES

STREETS/SIDEWALKS/DITCHES – Motion by Angie, second by Richard, to approve the annual street sweeping tentatively scheduled for the week of May 18, 2016.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Joel, to approve the $3,400 street painting quote from ProLine East, LLC.  Motion carried.
POLICE/FIRE – Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the employment of Steve Kasuboski and Kelsea Paez, pending their drug test results, as part time police officers at the rate of $13.36 per hour effective immediately.  Motion carried.

Paul Mertz reported on some of the recommendations from the joint committee meeting with Parks/Cemetery Committee regarding the quarry which the Village attorney gave an opinion on – increased fines for parking because vehicles are in the way of emergency personnel; three (3) signs will be put up and the words for those signs were discussed which would include personal property is subject to search; removal of people from the quarry who are not following the rules which Kyle will be working with the Village attorney to draft up an ordinance, and other phases; installation of a rescue launch which needs a sign warning people to not use the area and Kyle will have an ordinance drafted, again with the assistance of the Village attorney, for any violations of use of the launch area; undercover plain clothes people to monitor the quarry and report to the police any violations so tickets can be issued; kill the poison ivory; quarry safety talks in the community; and assistance of the media to educate.  He also mentioned the review of the current school bus stop ordinance which was found to be appropriate.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of placing location signs around the quarry telling people where they are located in the quarry for 911 purposes.  It was suggested that perhaps families of loved ones who lost their lives at the quarry may want to purchase signs to be placed in the quarry as a memorial.  Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to approve the three (3) signs for the quarry.  Motion carried.

SEWER/WATER – Motion by Joel, second by Sandy, to purchase four (4) new tires for the tractor and four (4) new tires for the sludge tank from Pat’s Tire Sales Service for a total of $12,856.  Motion carried.

Motion by Richard, second by Rob, to allow the Granite Inn Softball team to use Willow Creek Park on Thursday nights beginning May 5 through August 26, 2016.  Motion carried.
