VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – May 17, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on May 17, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles, Richard Piechowski, Jerry Sieg and Angie Ralls.  Absent:  Joel Kalata and Rob Wilcox.  Motion by Sandy, second by Angie, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Anthony Fuchs, 514 Bridge Lane, requested an exception to Ordinance Section 7-1-15, Keeping of Dogs, Numbers, to keep three (3) dogs instead of two (2) dogs at his residence.  Motion by Sandy, second by Richard, to approve the request of Anthony Fuchs to keep three (3) dogs at his residence with the condition there are no complaints from neighbors and must provide the Village Clerk with a copy of the 2016 dog license for each dog by June 30, 2016.  Motion carried.  Melissa Kempen from Baker Tilly presented a brief overview of the 2015 financial statements of the 
General Fund, Utilities, TIF#1 and TIF#2.  Randy Herwig of MSA Professional Services gave a project update on the applications for both the CDBG-PF Grant ($500,000) and Safe Drinking Water Loan ($500,000.00 with potential for principal forgiveness).  Deadlines are fast approaching and everyone is working to meet these deadlines.  The safe water grants will be awarded in the spring of 2017 with the well house and tower projects complete by August of 2017.  
Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2016 regular Board meeting.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Clerk mentioned the 2015 Consumer Confidence Report is now available (copies in the Village hallway) and the report shows no problems with the Village of Redgranite water; the County sponsored Take Back Drugs Day on April 30, 2016 collected 212 pounds and the Sheriff wants to get the word out regarding people calling claiming to be from IRS trying to get personal information.  The IRS will not make contact by telephone.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry announced the park locks are now re-keyed; reported on a meeting at the prison today; inmates are cleaning the parks; $1,201.92 received in April for municipal court fines; the Roy Preston property may be divided into three (3) parcels; Luis Morales inquired about having a food trailer in the Village during the summer; the county will inspect the bridge which is one of the projects to be paid for by TIF funds; the Village can no longer haul brush to the Booth property so it is now going between the sewer plant and industrial park to be burned in winter.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Richard, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9251 through #9306, #2019271, #4019272 through 4029275 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $24,263.20; water fund disbursements – checks #6204051-6204067 and #62042816 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $3,580.92; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304557 through #6304577 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $8,508.56 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $6,800.42, creating a grand total of $43,153.10 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.


Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve 2015 Financial Statements for the Village of Redgranite along with the Communication to Those Charged with Governance and Management for General Fund, Utilities and TIF#1 and TIF#2.  Motion carried.

Motion by Sandy, second by Angie, to approve health insurance coverage for the Village Employees with WPS Arise for $3,516 per month beginning June 1, 2016.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to sponsor the 2016 Redgranite Labor Day Festival by donating $500.00 to the Redgranite Advancement Association.  Motion carried.
