VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – June 21, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on June 21, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Sandy Lyles, Richard Piechowski, Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp.  Absent:  Joel Kalata.  Motion by Sandy, second by Richard, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Linda Leitner, d/b/a The Post Office, Inc., requested an exception to Ordinance Section 9-2-6, Obstructing Streets and Sidewalks Prohibited.  Motion by Sandy, second by Richard, to approve the request of Linda Leitner, d/b/a The Post Office, Inc., for an exception to Ordinance Section 9-2-6, Obstructing Streets and Sidewalks Prohibited to place a bench in front of the bar and said bench is to be removed nightly.  Motion carried.  Cathy Deringer stated she continues to work with several agencies to find out the names of people who have lost their lives in the quarry over the years;   presented a proposal for three (3) memorial signs, approximately 56” wide and 60” high, to be placed in Quarry Park and updated the Board on plans for a media day with the dive teams and passing out pamphlets on history/safety at the quarry.  Motion by Sandy, second by Richard, to approve the placement of three (3) memorial signs in Quarry Park with Wautoma High School making two (2) of the three (3) signs.  Motion carried.
Motion by Joan, second by Angie, to approve the minutes of the May 17, 2016 regular Board meeting.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Clerk announced she will be attending the 2016 Wisconsin Clerks, Treasurers and Finance Officers Institute sponsored by the League of Wisconsin Municipalities on Wednesday afternoon and all day Thursday this week.  
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry mentioned $1,052.47 was received from the municipal court for May; the boat landing at Quarry Park will be about 8’ wide between the former Curd Stop restaurant and the old bank building and the new signs for Quarry Park will be ready in about a week or so.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9307 through 9374, #2019346, #4019347, #4019348  (Hometown Bank) for a total of $53,581.87; water fund disbursements – checks #6204068 through 6204090 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $9,637.69; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304578 through #6304604 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $34,466.03 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $11,917.97, creating a grand total of $109,603.56 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.

Motion by Angie, second by Richard, to hire Fryberger, Buchanan, Smith & Frederick P.A. as the bond counsel for the Safe Drinking Water Loan for $3,500.00.  Motion carried.


Motion by Angie, second by Joan, to approve the increase of fees, effective July 1, 2017, as follows:  Class A Beer, $50.00; Class A Liquor, $150.00; Class B Beer, $150.00; Class B Liquor, $200.00; Cigarette License, $50.00; Operator License, $20.00 and publication fee, $10.00.  Motion carried.


Joan reported on attending a large group health insurance co-op initial meeting with the Wautoma Area School District and other employers.  They are continuing to investigate, could begin as early as July of 2017 and another meeting will be scheduled once more information is obtained.

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POLICE/FIRE – Motion by Joan, second by Sandy, to approve the purchase of a police vehicle for $65,021.63 with up to $30,000 grant funding from USDA, approximately $17,000.00 in a savings account and approximately $18,000.00 will have to be borrowed.  Motion carried.  Signs for Redgranite Quarry Park will arrive within a week.  Enforcement action has been on the rise and is working effectively.  A grant has been applied for the purchase of two (2) vests.  Steven and Kelsea may be attending radar certification but don’t know a date at this time so it will be tabled.  The BOTS grant was received for the purchase of a printer and portable radio.  Ordinance enforcement is on the rise.  The SDC (State Debt Collections) is working.  Judge Mertz is doing an outstanding job in the Municipal Court and made a suggestion to place a tier type system for repeat offenders.  The new school bus light law changes were discussed and go into effect August 1, 2016.
SEWER/WATER – Motion by Richard, second by Rob, to approve Resolution 2016-09, Compliance Maintenance Annual Report for 2015.  Motion carried.  Motion by Sandy, second by Rob, to look into adjusting the March 31, 2016 sewer charges billed to Slater Properties due to a leak by figuring out the average of the next three (3) quarters charges.  Motion carried.  Jerry mentioned that the curb stop at the cemetery is not working so there will be no water available at the cemetery.
