VILLAGE OF REDGRANITE

REGULAR BOARD MEETING – August 16, 2016
A regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held at the Municipal Building on August 16, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by President Sieg at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call:  Jerry Sieg, Angie Ralls, Rob Wilcox, Joan Kapp, Sandy Lyles and Richard Piechowski.  Absent:  Joel Kalata.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC FORUM – Sheila Stuyvenberg, Tony Smyrneos and Jody Jansen, Hometown Bank, gave a presentation on the awareness of external fraud schemes and highly suggesting the Village invest in a separate PC to be used only for banking purposes, eliminate the possibility of check fraud by going to direct deposit for payroll checks and monitoring accounts on a daily basis either with Village personnel or having the bank do it for the Village.  Jean Nelson, director of the Redgranite Library, asked the Board members to begin planning to replace the library roof and put insulation under the roof.   Board members were not sure if a new roof was put on or not during the either the 2000 or 2011 hail storms.  Jerry stated the Board will look into putting funds into the budget next year and instructed Clerk to investigate.  Randy Herwig, MSA Professional Services, gave an update on the TIF progress – the TIF projected valuations went up – TIF#1 by 11% and TIF#2 by 3% which will realize an additional $25,000 to $30,000 per year in revenue, the Village was not awarded a CDBG grant for $500,000, suggested bidding out the tower painting now instead of waiting for spring with a 120 day clause to award the contract.  
Motion by Angie, second by Joan, to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2016 regular and closed executive Board meetings.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S REPORT – Clerk mentioned the 2016 fall town and village workshops being held in September around the State sponsored by the WI Towns Association and passed around the brochure; announced the Wisconsin Department of Administration gave a preliminary estimate as of January 1, 2016, the population of the Village is 2,139 - up 4 from 2015; and reported 55 votes were cast at the August 9, 2016 Partisan Primary with 49 votes done in person and 6 absentee votes.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Jerry reported $2,252.36 was received for June municipal court fines; the prison will be sponsoring their annual suicide prevention awareness walk around Veterans Memorial Park on September 7, 2016, from 4:30 to 7:30 p.m. with the Village waiving the park rental fee again this year for this important cause.
FINANCE/PERSONNEL/INSURANCE – Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve general fund disbursements – checks #9433 through 9472, #2019473, #4019448; #4019474 and #4019475  (Hometown Bank) for a total of $55,793.14; water fund disbursements – checks #6204103 through 6204119 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $2,114.30; sewer fund disbursements – checks #6304620 through #6304636 (Hometown Bank) for a total of $6,189.72 and electronic transfers from general fund savings for payroll liabilities in the amount of $7,289.88, creating a grand total of $71,387.04 and including financial reports for general, water and sewer as printed.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the additional audit contract with Baker Tilly for the TIF funds Phase I from $1,800 to $3,000 and Phase II, if needed, from $1,000 to $2,000 using TIF funds to pay for the audit.  Motion carried.   Randy is waiting to find out what funds will be received from the Safe Drinking Water Loan and recommends seeking bids for the tower painting with the clause of 120 days to award the contract.  Motion by Richard, second by Rob, to seek bids for the tower painting with the clause of 120 days to award the contract.  Motion carried.
MACHINERY/GARBAGE/ORDINANCES

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STREETS/SIDEWALKS/DITCHES – Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to request a project change from Main Street to Dearborn Street through the Local Road Improvement Program and once approved, advertise for bids to re-do Dearborn Street from the library to Elmer’s Place.  Motion carried.
POLICE/FIRE – After President Sieg reviewed the application and resolution, a motion was made by Sandy, second by Joan, to approve the Application and Resolution to Borrow Funds (with tax levy) from the State Trust Fund for the police vehicle in the amount of $49,577.24 ($30,000 USDA grant and $19,577.24 shortfall). Roll Call Vote:  Angie, yes; Rob, yes; Joan, yes; Sandy, yes; Richard, yes; Jerry, yes.  Absent:  Joel.  Motion carried 6 to 0.  
SEWER/WATER – Motion by Sandy, second by Richard, to approve the agreement with Martenson & Eisele, Inc. for a PSC water rate study for $4,850.  Motion carried.
PARKS/CEMETERY – Motion by Joan, second by Rob, to approve the request of Diver’s Realm, Inc. to provide a port-a-potty and dumpster on Saturday, September 17, 2016, so they can do their annual Quarry Park cleanup.  Motion carried.
MUNICIPAL BUILDING – The library roof was discussed under Open Forum.
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS – Motion by Rob, second by Joan, to approve the Operator’s License Application for Melanie Paulie (Condon Oil) and Pam Burk (The Post Office Bar) for 

2016-17.   Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve a Permit to Shoot Off Fireworks at the back side of the Quarry Park on September 4, 2016 by Bartolota Fireworks Co., LLP.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve Temporary Class B Picnic Retailer’s License for Redgranite Advancement Association at Veterans Park and Willow Creek Park on September 2 through 5, 2016.  Motion carried.  Motion by Sandy, second by Joan, to approve the Temporary Operator Licenses for Brian Belfeuil, Brenda Mastricola, Connie Mastricola, Jeremy Meyer-McCardell, Gail Pierotti and Karen Thoma for the Redgranite Advancement Association on September 2-5, 2016.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve the request of the Redgranite Advancement Association to close Franklin Street (between Pine River Street and Maple Street) from 1:00 p.m. on Friday, September 2, through 8:00 p.m. on Monday, September 5, 2016.  Motion carried.   Motion by Sandy, second by Rob, to approve the request of the Redgranite Advancement Association to close Willow Creek one way road going into the park, change the direction of the one way road going out of the park to going into the park from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. on Saturday, September 3, 2016, and extend the noise ordinance to 11:00 p.m. on Friday, 

September 2, 2016, and Saturday, September 3, 2016.   Motion carried.  Motion by Joan, second by Sandy, to close Quarry Park beginning at 3:00 p.m. on Sunday, September 4, 2016.  Motion carried.  Motion by Joan, second by Richard, to close Division Street next to the Quarry Park from 5:00 p.m. until the fireworks are over and extend the noise ordinance to 11:00 p.m. on Sunday, September 4, 2016.  Motion carried.
Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.  (All motions are carried by voice vote unless stated otherwise.)
